This year we will have over 200 new pupils in year 7. Your

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WHAT TO DO ON YOUR FIRST DAY 
 

 
 You should arrive in school on Tuesday 4th September at 

9.00 am via the green gates off the cinder path on 

Monastery Lane. 

 

 You need to make your way to the Year 7 Learning Hub-

green area (ask if you can‟t remember where it is) 

 

 Your new form details will be listed on the notice boards in 

the glass corridor.  Find your name and please go to either B 

or H hub. 

 

 You will meet your Progress Tutor who will take you to your 

form room. 

 

 You will be given your timetable telling you which lessons you 

have, when you have them, where they are and the name of 

your teacher for each lesson. 

 

 During the day your Progress Tutor will take you on a tour 

of the school and you will be shown where to line up for the 

fire drill. 

 

 You will be shown where to go for lunch and how to work the 

cashless catering system or to buy from the glass corridor 

trolley.

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USEFUL INFORMATION 

UNIFORM 
 

 Remember to label your uniform, your blazer must have your 

name embroidered on it in green. 

 You must wear your blazer at all times. 

 Outdoor coats should be plain navy or black without writing 

or logos (please do not bring leather/denim coats to school). 

 Navy blue socks only. (no bows attached) 

 You are allowed to wear a watch and 1 pair of gold or silver 

stud earrings in the earlobes only.  

 If your hair is long, tie it back with plain navy or black 

bobbles or ribbons. This is for safety reasons but it also 

helps you to look smart.  You are only allowed soft stretchy 

navy or black headbands.  Hair should not be an 

inappropriate colour, coloured streaks are not allowed. 

 You must carry money in a money belt. 

 Shoes should be flat, plain and black (not brown!) boots, 

(covering ankles) trainers or sandals are not allowed.  

Kickers shoes must have blue laces. 

You will be challenged by staff if you fail to observe  

uniform rules and code of appearance. 
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EQUIPMENT 
You need to bring your own pens, pencils etc to school each day 

and a hockey stick for P.E, which must be labelled. 

 

Do not bring personal stereos/computer games, iPods, MP3 

players or mobile phones to school as they will distract you and 

others from your work.  They are also expensive to replace if you 

lose them. 

If you bring any of these items into school they will be taken 

from you and your parents will have to collect them.  Jewellery 

will be taken off you and only returned at the end of the school 

year in July.

If your parent or carer hasn‟t 

phoned, school will contact them.  When you return to school you 

must bring a letter giving the dates and your reason for absence.   
 

ASSEMBLIES 
You will have an assembly every week with either Ms Kirkham or a 

senior member of staff.  Your Progress Tutor will tell you on 

which day and where it will take place. 
 

ATTENDANCE AND PUNCTUALITY 
You should aim for 100% attendance and punctuality every term. 

There are certificates and prizes for those who achieve this 

target.  You will find it easier to cope with secondary school and 

make progress if you are here everyday.
